This letter is to inform you that your child will have an IN-HOUSE suspension in our ALTERNATIVE LEARNING CENTER for one day effective March 14, 2008 due to following reasons:

· Failure to observe school rules by carrying / using a cell phone or other electronic music device or game on school property
Cell phones and other electronic items are restricted from all MPS schools including Wisconsin Career Academy.  The electronic item has been confiscated and will not be returned to the student.  The parent or guardian may pick-up the item after school on the condition that the guardian and student must sign an electronic device / cell phone contract.  Subsequent violations are handled more strictly and can result in suspension or expulsion.
